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JOTA 2006

What a struggle! The exercise began over 6 months ago. After the John Moyle Memorial Contest field
weekend, we got talking about our next camping adventure. We all agreed that campsite 6 at
Murrembong provided an excellent operating location, so why not operate a Jamboree of the Air field
station there? So began the negotiations with the Scout JOTA coordinator. Initially | got nowhere, as they
were pretty keen for us to help out at BP Park at Samford. The club members all agreed that we wanted
to get back to basics, that is, no computers (Jamboree of the Internet). So a field station, setup in the
bush, using our own equipment and some awesome antenna arrays would be the only way to do it.
Finally they were in agreement, and our field station was advertised in the Queensland Branch JOTA
information booklet. We never expected the event to be a great success this time around, but as long as
we got on air and made a few contacts with JOTA stations in Australia and elsewhere we were going to
be happy.

As the weekend drew closer (and yet another overseas business trip threatened to take me away for the
weekend), we drew up a list of equipment to take. In the weeks leading up to the event we received some
very positive phone calls from various groups, so it looked like we would have a few young people coming

On the Friday, Andy (VK4KY), Glenn, (VK4FZ), Noel (VK4HR), Mark (VK4DGG) and myself (VK4TGV)
travelled up to the site. On board we had 2 x Icom 706Mk2, 1 x Icom 756Pro2, 2 x solid state amplifiers, 2
x 3kW MFJ tuners, Elecraft K2/100, Yaesu FT847, Yaesu FT7800 and a Icom 207H. HF Antenna wise
we erected two oversize doublets, each leg 50 metres in length, both fed with 450 ohm open wire feeder,
terminated into a high power current balun and a short piece of co-ax into the MFJ tuners. The doublets
were orientated at right angles to each other, with the intent to switch between Europe and the US. Peter
(VK4YRU) kindly donated his tri-bander for the weekend, which went up on Marks (VK4DGG) beautiful
crank up tower. The two FM rigs were setup for Echolink and IRLP using the club 2m and 70 cm
repeaters. Dedicated verticals were put up to access these repeaters. | setup my packet and sound card
interface equipment as well with a low dipole connected to the K2/100.

That pretty much took all of Friday, and thinking we would get a rest opened our first cool refreshments.
No rest though, almost as soon as the sun went down we had our first customers, these guys took to the
Echolink and IRLP setup like ducks to water. As the sun was down, 80 metres started to work. The high
and long doublet antennas proved their worth on the low bands. The only problem was, these Scouts
wanted to talk, and talk, and talk, and we wanted to sleep! | think it was about 1 am when we finally
shutdown the generator.
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An early start for Saturday, with an excellent bacon and eggs breakfast thanks to Glenn (VK4FZ), and a
slight reconfiguration of the operating positions was carried out to reduce the volume knob contests
between the FM and HF setups. The day simply flew for all of us with about 80 young people stopping by
for a go on the radios and a fox hunt. We even had a flying visit from the Scout hierarchy, who
complemented us on the effort. The quote was “it's nice to see someone actually doing something”.
Saturday afternoon storms threatened, so we packed everything into Noel's campervan and relaxed for the
afternoon. Well most people did, | put on a camp oven lamb roast, using head beads due the total fire ban.
The rain put a damper on most things, including my fire. We got to eat at about 7 pm, the two legs went
very quickly (A commitment, I'll do it again for the John Moyle). After dinner the gear was setup again and
we worked quite a bit of action on 75 metres. James (VK4TJF turned out to be a VERY popular contact,
nothing like a fresh callsign on the band to stimulate some activity). At about 10.30 pm | turned off the
generator and hit the hay.

Sunday morning saw a few visitors, by no means as busy as Saturday which suited us just fine as we had
a lot of packing to do.

A great weekend was had by all, and thanks to all who contributed to the successful venture. Our efforts
were much appreciated by the young participants.

Next year, we need to be better organised. The FM setup needs to be in a physically different location to
avoid the volume knob wars, more shelter is required as it did get warm in the sun, plus the risk of a storm
is a threat. Cheat sheets, outlining operating procedure, log sheets for each position, and a guest book to
record participation numbers would be worth having.

Perhaps we could setup a card for each participant, with task sections to be completed. e.g. hf contact,
echolink contact, fox hunt? This card could be used to help the young member obtain their radio badge.

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A Packet Newbie Experience

Blame it on Andy (VK4KY), he is responsible for my heartburn and frustration (dit dit dit dit dit dit, dit dit
dit dit dit dit). Before the last John Moyle Memorial Contest, he asked if anybody in the club had packet
capability so a DX cluster could be accessed from our field station. At the time, nobody stuck their hands
up, and | asked myself, how hard could it be?

So begins my journey with packet. First hurdle, my laptop does not have a serial port, a very common
situation these days with modern PC’s. All you get are multiple USB ports, so the criteria for a Terminal
Node Controller (TNC), was small (field portable), and USB connected. | found such a beast in kit form
from Coastal Chipworks in the USA, http://www.tnc-x.com/ . At about USD72 plus shipping | thought that
was a bargain. So duly ordered | waiting impatiently for the package to arrive. On its arrival the assembly
of the kit went without a hitch, I'd consider it an easy device to assemble. The only trouble | had, was my
own making, in that | did not identify the tip and sleeve correctly on the audio plugs. Fortunately most of
the newer FM radios provide a Data port, on the Yaesu rigs this is a 6 pin mini-DIN. | took a standard
PS2 mouse extension cable and cut off the female end, identified the pins using the radio manual (note, |
read the manual'), soldered a mono 3.5 mm male phono plug to the data out wires, and a stereo 3.5 mm
phono plug to the data in (1200 baud) and PTT wires). The Yaesu rig also provides a setting for 1200
baud packet, and to turn off the fist microphone whilst packet is in use. Once that was sorted | was away.
Well | thought | was away, once | saw packets being received by the TNC | thought to myself, now what?
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So began the research phase, how do you actually use this packet stuff? Here is a good place to start,
http://www.tapr.org/pr_intro.html .

So my packet station consists of the following equipment, FT7800R dual band FM transceiver, Dell laptop,
TNC-X, USB cable, and interface cable from the TNC to the radio.

The other significant issue | had was the virtual serial port driver that came with the USB interface, the
great majority of Packet terminal applications | found on the web would not work with the driver. So |
ended using the SV2AGW Packet Engine and associated Terminal application,
http://www.elcom.gr/sv2agw/ , it had no such issues with the strange COM port number allocations.

So far, using my 15 element beam | have been using the Maleny and Mt Cootha digi-peaters, and even
managed to connect to the VK4TRS-4 DXCluster via the Queensland Digitial Group digi-network. Pity |
figured that out a week after JOTA, where it could have been really useful!l The other day | sent my first
packet mail, requesting full access to the VK4TRS BSS and DXCluster, | hope that this will be useful for
future club contest events.

Next step is to use TCP/IP, and setup my own BBS at home to receive packet mail and file transfer un-
attended. For that | will need a dedicated antenna, hmm, | wonder if | can build my own dual band

vertical? Stay tuned.
